	· Baby-sitting (if less than 24 hours).
· Basic hygiene supplies (including deodorant, shampoo/conditioner, soap, toothbrush, etc.
· Bedding and other linens.
· An allowance of up to $100/month for Clothing, All Uniforms, & shoes for subsequent years.
· First Aid Kit & over-the-counter medications. 
· Food (3 meals/day + snacks, taking into account child’s cultural and dietary needs).
· Haircuts and styles.
· Graduation fees and supplies.
· Lunch or lunch money for school (unless otherwise provided).
· Mileage/transportation to and from school and appointments. This also includes Tuesday family nights, Admin Reviews, and Saturday ILP classes.
· Standard room furniture.
· Standard school supplies & project materials (including backpack).
· Housing & Utilities.
· Recreational activities with foster youth.
· An allowance of up to $50 for extracurricular activities (ex. YMCA monthly fees, dance classes, sports, etc.), if the youth has exhausted their acculturation fund of $350 or if the extracurricular activities are not covered by the acculturation fund.  
	· Calling cards.
· Cell phone and monthly bills.

· Entertainment (video games, concert tickets, movie tickets, Great America passes, CDs, I-pods, etc.).

· Hair and jewelry accessories.

· Make-up and specialized hygiene products such as hair gel & lotion.
· Snacks/food for outings not with foster parent (i.e. with friends or on dates).
· Recreational activities without foster parent.
	· One bike per child including helmet and bike lock when needed.

· Clothing & shoes up to $300 for the youth’s first year of arrival into program in addition to Foster Parent’s clothing allowance of $100/month
· Medical, dental, & mental health costs not covered by Medi-Cal.  Prescription or specialized medications.  Orthodontics when medically necessary.
· Monthly allowance to youth.

· Monthly bus passes 
· Respite care.

· Tutoring up to 3hrs/week when needed. (Extra tutoring hours requires educational coordinator’s approval).
· Vocational training and expenses. (prior approval required)
· Educational expenses additional to basic school supplies.  Funds for extracurricular activities, camps, enrichment classes, and cultural activities are available on a case by case basis.

	· Expenses not covered for foster youth:  computers, club/gym memberships, cars, insurance, scooters, motorcycles, iPods, iPhones, iPads, mp3 players, video game players and the like.
· Please be sure to contact your social worker for pre-approval on any item over $100 or risk the item not being reimbursed.  Reimbursements must be submitted within 30 days, if not, they may not be reimbursed.
· To receive reimbursement, submit your receipts to Catholic Charities of Santa Clara County – Refugee Foster Care at 2625 Zanker Road, San Jose, CA  95134. 


As a foster parent, if my foster youth cannot cash his/her check, I understand the amount will be in my name and I will provide the amount to my foster youth within the same month.
